· Be organised and disciplined both on and off the pitch.

· Be a team player and hold a positive attitude towards your team mates.
· Keep to agreed timings for training and competitions or inform your coach or team manager if you are going to be late or cannot attend.

· Wear suitable kit for training and match sessions, as agreed with the coach/team manager. (See over for items of kit needed)

· Give your best efforts at training, and give your best efforts to attend training.

· Pay annual membership subscription (Currently £5.00 per season) and match fees promptly. (Currently £2.00 per game)
· Junior members are not allowed to smoke on club premises or whilst representing the club at competitions.

· Junior members are not allowed to consume alcohol or drugs of any kind on the club premises or whilst representing the club.

· Leave the changing rooms as you found them, ensure showers are turned off.

· No boots or dirty clothing are allowed in the Clubhouse.

· After games try to dress in a smart fashion – Club shirt & tie / polo shirt, trousers and shoes.
